» Make a zine or comic-style handout with site
updates, reuse plans, and are by Tribal youth or
artists.

» Create short videos or podcasts with site
updates and interviews with staff, leaders, or
knowledge keepers.

» Add on-site signs with QR codes linking to the
digital Public Record for easy access.
